Would like to be able to present different certificates of completion for a course, one for the basic and a different one for the comprehensive, when a course has two tests (some of ours do). 

Discussion

The benefits of this request were presented.  It was explained that the first part of this request was implemented to accommodate this and other courses that have only one test.  The second part of the CCR was requested because many centers only use the certificate as a means of determining that the person has completed the test for the course.  The certificate should display the type of test.

Title

PROGRESS REPORTS WITH REQUESTER DEFINED GROUPS

Description

Specifically with regard to IT Security Training, progress reports are required for all NASA employees and also for all Contractor employees that use SOLAR for their IT Security Training.  Agency up-and-out reporting is annually.  Center up-and-out reporting is quarterly.  Center down-and-in reporting varies from monthly to weekly as deadlines approach. Employee data in SOLAR is non authoritative.  It is supplied by the employee.  It is often incorrect.  Organizational data is often stale. Current SOLAR reports are based upon SOLAR employee data.  As such considerable manual effort is required to resolve and track discrepancies, to identify employees still requiring training, and to generate summary progress.

Discussion

Mr. Beller was asked to give a summarization of this CCR.  He explained the labor-intensive process by which he gathers data from a variety of locations in order to build the reporting information required at KSC.  The discussion centered on trying to determine the exact requirements being asked of the SOLAR team.  Terry Carlson was asked to work with Mr. Beller to determine the SOLAR requirements to implement the actions requested in this CCR.

Title

When new users fill in ID and Contact info under creating a SOLAR account, fill in certain JPL-specific info automatically using JPL e-mail domain or CALTECH contractor name

Description

For example, under the Identification and Contact Information where it asks me to enter my Email Address, if I enter: anyones.name@ jpl.nasa.gov would it be possible for SOLAR to automatically fill in the Street Address, City, State and Zip Code fields with JPL information for all users who have a JPL email domain? In addition, under Contracting Company Name if JPL employees selected CALTECH, could the Government Point of Contact fields (Name, Work Phone, etc.) be automatically filled in with our government point of contact's information?

Discussion

Carolyn DeBaca explained that many of the JPL employees were selecting incorrect responses to the User Profile Data on the Request Account Screen.  There is confusion by the JPL (CalTech in particular) employees on whether to select that they are Civil Service Employees or Contractors.  The pre-filled information is being requested to minimize local Help Desk Calls.  I was determined that the implementation of a pre-fill capability could not be accomplished before the end of the IT Security training for 2003.  An alternative was presented that would have the SOLAR team place some assistance on the Request Account pages.  Several JPL specific notes will be placed on the appropriate portions of these pages that will direct JPL users of what information they should submit on each form.
